Take care using power tools - The use of a residual current device (RCD] is recommended.
Beware of hidden cables or pipes when drilling.

This product can be dangerous if installed incorrectly. This product must be installed by a
qualified plumber or installer. It is the installer’'s responsibility to check that the fixings are
suitable for the installation in hand.

Cistern fittings are suitable for Water pressure: 0.2 - 10 bar. Do not add caustic chemical
substances (eg containing chlorine compounds or similar into the cistern.
