Before installing your new tap,  flush 
through the pipe work to ensure removal 
of debris, turn off the water supply.

Make sure there is a nut, washer and 
rubber washer in place on the valve. 
Push the valve up through the hole in 
the bath making sure the outlet hole is 
pointing in the right direction.

Slide on a rubber washer, metal washer 
and then a nut. Tighten the nut to clamp 
the valve to the bath.

The height of the valve can be adjusted 
by repositioning the bottom nut and then 
tightening the top nut.
