The fitting of isolating valves to the inlet feeds is advised for ease of maintenance.
Please take great care when installing this mixer not to damage its surface.

Please note if installing in an enclosed environment, access should be left for servicing
and maintenance.

Temporarily screw the diverter onto the
valve (but do not tighten), make sure
there is a rubber washer within the
diverter.

Push the wall bracket onto the pin on the
top of the riser. Make sure the riser rail
is vertical and with a pencil mark the 3
fixing points on the wall.

Remove the riser from the valve drill
the holes to a suitable depth for the wall
plugs and secure with screws. Push the
cover over the wall bracket

Refit the riser assembly onto the valve,
push the pin into the bracket and secure
from the top and bottom with the 2
hexagonal grubscrews, then tighten the
nut onto the valve being careful not the
damage the surface.

Before installing your new mixer, flush through the pipe work to ensure removal of
debris, turn off the water supply.

Note: Make sure that the valve is positioned to allow room for the riser rail to be
fitted later. The riser rail is adjustable in height (see dimensions on page 3).

Prepare the wall with 2 flush 2" connectors at 150mm centres. Connect the water
supply to the inlet pipes. The hot water should be connected to the left hand pipe.

& ——— Washer Using PTFE tape screw on the 2 offset connectors followed by the covers.

Place a rubber filter/washer in each of the locking nuts on the valve and screw onto

the connectors, some adjustment can be made to the offset connectors to align the
f ) centres and level up the valve.

Note: The valve must be connected to rigid pipe work for support as there are no
back nuts or fixing holes.
