Unscrew and remove the two threaded 
connection tubes. There are flats on the 
end of each tube should you need to use a 
spanner.

1. Unscrew the lock nut, remove it from the valve and place to one side. Then loosen the 
valve from the body, but do not remove.
 2. Place the handle onto the spline. Using light force only, turn the handle clockwise to 
screw the valve into the body until you feel slight resistance (When the base of the valve 
touches the body). Turn the handle so the valve is in the closed position, then remove 
the handle.
 3. Refit the handle back onto the spline so it is as square as possible (do not worry if 
it is not perfectly aligned at this stage). Lightly adjust the handle and the valve body 
together so that the handle is perfectly straight, making sure you do not unscrew the 
valve by more than 20°. Should you do so, you will need to go back to the beginning of 
this step. Gently test the action of the handle and valve making sure that the handle is 
perfectly straight in the off position. Be careful to only turn the handle and not the valve.
For ARR-109-CP only: The lever handle should point outwards when in the off position
 4. Remove the handle. Place the lock nut over the valve and screw down. Use a torque 
wrench to tighten the nut down to 20Nm. Repeat the same procedure for the other side.
 5. Turn on the water supply and double check the entire installation for function, leaks, 
and look.

Carefully slide the handles onto the spline of the valve. While holding the handle in the 
cross position (levers vertical/horizontal) screw the shroud until touches the wall. 
For the ARR-109 the levers should be in the horizontal position.
